Students enrolled in English II Honors continue to increase and refine their communication skills.  High school students are expected to plan, draft, and complete written compositions on a regular basis.  Students edit their papers for clarity, engaging language, and correct use of the conventions and mechanics of written English and produce final, error-free drafts.  Emphasis in writing is placed on being concise with clarity.  English II Honors students will engage in writing personal narration, expository, persuasive, critical and evaluative compositions that reflect their unique outlook on the subject.  These personal forms of writing may include a response to literature, a reflective essay, or an autobiographical narrative.  The aim of the course is to introduce the student to works of monumental importance that exhibit good writing and reflect that life is manifested in literature because it reflects the historical and cultural beliefs of the time.  Written analysis must reflect provocative and stimulating thinking that shows serious consideration of the selection’s style, whether it be theme, point of view, syntax, or setting.   English II Honors students increase their vocabulary base while reading extensively, closely and critically in multiple genres from world literature such as reading selected stories, dramas, novels, and poetry originally written in English or translated to English from Oriental, classical Greek, European, African, South American and North American cultures.  Students learn literary forms and terms associated with selections being read as well as exploring literature through a variety of themes.

List of novels we *may* cover this year for English II Honors:

Animal Farm by George Orwell

Ethan Frome by Edith Wharton

*If time permits additional novels *may* be read.
Class Expectations:

1. I expect you to be prepared to work when you enter the classroom.

This means that you have your Chromebook (or laptop), book, paper, and a pen or pencil.  NO  bright or neon colored gel pens are to be used.  If I can’t read your work because of the bright colored ink, you will be asked to rewrite it with the highest possible grade of a 70.

2. I will be prepared to teach a concept, help you understand or complete assignments, and assess your work fairly.                        
3. Out of class assignments/projects in which you have been given extra time will be due when you enter class on the assigned date.  If you have been absent during the time you were to be working on the assignment, it will still be expected on the due date.  If you are absent on the day an out of class assignment is due, you need to make arrangements to have the assignment delivered to school.  Extended-time assignments WILL NOT be given absence consideration.  HINT: Time management and early completion of assignments will eliminate this problem.  

4. When you are absent from class, you will be responsible for getting all of the assignments you missed and completing them as discussed in the student handbook.  (You have the same number of days you were absent to complete and turn in assignments.)  I will not remind you to turn in missed work.  Please don’t expect me to. **work turned in 1 day late (  - 30 points 
5. I will try to announce the date of tests at least 2 days before the test is to be given.  If you are absent the day before a test that has been announced, you will be expected to take the test the day you return.  All make-up tests for literature will have approximately 2 essays which cover the concepts that have been taught in addition to other relevant test items.

6. Reteach and retest will be done on a personal request basis.  If you wish to retest, you will need to make an appointment with me for after school on Wednesday. 
7. Talking during tests and quizzes will not be tolerated.  I will warn you once and if you continue to talk, I will ask you to place a 0 (zero) on your paper and bring it to me.  The grade of 0 (zero) will stand without redo/retest possibility.
8. Excessive tardiness and absences will be reported first to your parents and then referred to the attendance monitor and grade principal.  Attendance is an important part of your school success and chronic absenteeism will be sent to the judge for legal action against you and your parents for truancy.  Not only is this costly, but it is also embarrassing to appear in court.

9. Brownsville Independent School District dress code will be strictly monitored.  Students in violation of these codes will be referred to the grade level Assistant Principal.

                                        NO GLASS CONTAINERS ALLOWED IN CLASSROOM.

1. Hall passes CANNOT be used during the first 15 minutes or the last 15 minutes of class.  I will only be allowing students to use the hall pass in cases of extreme emergency.  (You will not have an emergency every day.)
2. Cell phones can only be used in the classroom for instructional purposes.  You may NOT make or receive a personal phone call during class instructional time.  If you have a family emergency that someone is attempting to call you to let you know about it, let me know that so I can allow you to step out into the hallway to answer the call.  **NOTE: earbuds/air pods classroom guidelines are that they can only be used when doing independent work after the teacher has finished the formal instruction.  Additionally, students may NOT use either of these devices when working within a small group activity – you are expected to participate in this setting. 
3. Be in your seat ready to work when the tardy bell rings. 
4. You are expected to come to class prepared to work.  Don’t “forget” anything!
Consequences

1. Abuse of the hall pass will result in a 3 week loss of the privilege the first time.  Further abuse will be handled with a permanent loss of privilege and a conference with the grade principal.

2. Chronic absences and tardiness will result in loss of credit and possible summer school attendance to regain credit.
3. Refusal to follow cell phone use guidelines in the classroom will result in a call to your parent(s)/guardian(s) to handle the problem.  **HINT:  Follow the guidelines!
